Classroom Procedures

Warm-ups

As necessary, Mr. Anderson with introduce different classroom procedures necessary for a productive classroom environment of learning.
Labs
Labs are a very important part of the learning process in science.  Participating in lab activities is a privilege, one that can be taken away if the proper procedures are not followed.  Specific guidelines for lab procedures will be handed out independently, and all students will be briefed on lab and classroom safety, and must sign a Safety Contract to participate in lab

Absences
Students are expected to attend class every day.  It is much easier to attend class and experience the information first-hand than expend extra energy trying to learn the information and make up the work.  If you must be absent, please notify the teacher at the earliest possible time to receive your assignments ahead of time.  If your absence was not anticipated, it is your responsibility to gather the assignments that you missed.  You can do this by accessing Mr. Anderson’s lesson plan online and retrieving the proper assignments from the “Missed assignment” board.  I will not remind you of missed assignments, you must take the initiative to find out what you missed.  You will have (1) calendar (week) day for each day absent to complete your missed assignments.  If you miss an exam, you must schedule a re-test, but keep in mind that the format of the re-test is at the teacher’s discretion.  It is your responsibility to reschedule your missed test in a timely manner.  
Late Work
Classroom assignments and homework are expected to be completed on time.

Tutoring
Mr. Anderson is always available to help students better understand information in a small group or individual setting.  Tutoring with Mr. Anderson is available before or after school and at lunch, by appointment.  Students are encouraged to participate in formal tutorials on Tuesday or Thursdays during lunch if they are struggling.  If you are having difficulty in this class, it is highly recommended that you take these opportunities to get help; and it will also show Mr. Anderson that you are taking the initiative to bring up your grade.

Academic Integrity 

Cheating will not be tolerated in this course.  Any student caught cheating will face the full consequences of their action.  Please review your student handbook to refresh yourself on the school policy on cheating.  

Detention
Failure to follow procedures or disrupting the classroom environment, you will be given a personal detention with Mr. Anderson. Classroom time will not be wasted on pointing out any inappropriate behavior, instead you will be handed a Detention Card that you will fill out to inform the teacher when you will serve your detention.  You will have three calendar days to serve your detention.
