Body Systems Review Sheet
1. Respiratory delivers oxygen to the lungs where they come into contact with the capillaries which absorbs the Oxygen from the alveoli sacs and exchanges it for the Carbon dioxide waste in the bloodstream

2. Nutrients is absorbed by the villi of the small intestine and delivered to the circulatory system for transport. 

3. Immune system produces white blood cells that are transported by the circulatory system to defend against infection.

4. Muscles are attached to the skeletal system in order to help move the body and support posture.

5. Endocrine system produces hormones (testosterone and Estrogen) that help male and female reproductive organs grow and develop. 

6. Small intestine Absorbs Nutrients in the digestive track.

7. Skull protects the brain and is in the skeletal system

8. Skin protects the entire body from temperature change and infection and its apart of the integumentary.

9. Esophagus is the tube in which food travels to reach the stomach in the Digestive System

10. Heart is responsible for pumping blood in the circulatory system

11. Kidney is responsible for filtering and/or removing waste out of blood and its apart of the excretory system

12. Stomach is responsible for churning and breaking down food in the digestive system.

13. Mouth is responsible for mechanical/chemical digestion of food in Digestive

14. Villi are responsible for food absorption in the digestive track

15. Blood is responsible for carrying nutrients in the circulatory system.

16. Arteries-  Carry blood away from the heart

Vein- Carry blood to the heart

Capillaries – thin vessels that are responsible for gas and nutrient delivery to tissues

17. Just like our interstates and roads that we use to travel from place to place the body has blood vessels (arteries and veins) that it uses to transport things where they need to go. 

18. Homeostasis is the internal balance in your body ensuring you have just enough water, food, etc. For example if you drink too much water the excretory system will filter out the excess and send it out of the body.
