Class:  Spanish 1
Week of:   1/11 through 1/15
	Monday: 
TLW: Students will learn to use the plurals of adjectives and the verb ser, and juxtapose ser to estar.

	Objective:  Students will receive feedback on bell-ringer quiz administered Friday. Students will take notes over the plurals of adjectives (p 156) as well as the verb ser (p 158). Students will review notes over estar from chapter 2B, and compare and contrast the concept of two different types of “to be” in the Spanish language by learning acronyms “DOCTOR” and “PLACE.” Teachers will use various strategies to check for understanding, por ejemplo, un juego de “mata la mosca” to differentiate between conjugations of ser/estar for various subject pronouns
Materials:  bell ringer quizzes, outline of notes, powerpoint (also posted on lesson plan website for future reference), fly swatters. 
Follow-up:  Students will be assigned SER/ESTAR acronym project on block day as a major grade. 


	Tuesday
TLW: Students will be exposed to recipes in Spanish, and learn how to translate them using 3B vocabulary.
	Objective: Students will be able to comprehend basic recipes in Spanish. Students will be given a reading selection in Spanish from text (p 172-173) explaining how to make fish tacos. Teachers will also assign major grade project that will require students to research a Latin American country and its cuisine, and translate a recipe as well as make the dish to bring to school. Students will present these projects, due date 
Materials:  Fish taco article, questions, rubric
Follow-up:  questions over article will be turned in by the end of class. Students will need to brainstorm what country they would like to research and report on for cuisine day (DUE DATE: 21/22 or 28/29?)


	Wednesday
TLW: Students will be quizzed over chapter 3B vocabulary only, and will be given a rubric for in-class project over ser/ estar acronyms.

	Objective:. Students will be quizzed over chapter 3B vocabulary at the beginning of the block period. Students will then be given a rubric over how to illustrate and design sentences that correlate with acronyms “DOCTOR/ PLACE.” Students will be given time in class to accomplish this task, and projects will be due no later than Friday. (Major Grade)

Materials:  Quizzes, rubrics, ser/estar notes, vocabulary to construct sentences, booklet paper/ colors
