DIGITAL IMAGING LESSON PLANS 

WEEK OF SEPTEMBER 20

Monday Sept 20.  It’s a simple gradient effect created using Adobe Photoshop. We have used new adjustment layer for this purpose. It’s an amazing concept where it generates the separate layer on which you apply colors or different commands like hue saturation etc above the image and the original image remained unchanged. This way you can always get back original image and start again from the scratch

Tuesday 21   It’s a beautiful effect created using Adobe Photoshop channels. You can experiment with filters and filter input values as you become well versed with the concept but consider this as a basic to start with the channels. You get the unusual type of selection using the combination of filters, image adjustment commands and the channel. At the end, the channel is converted to selection and the color is filled.

Wednesday 22 & Thursday 23   Changing to old photo lesson is designed using Adobe Photoshop, where we need to convert the original colored image into sepia or old type of color tint using Hue Saturation command. You need to control the values of hue saturation dialogue box while applying proper tint. We have added more to the old look using noise filter. You can experiment with the range of the filters to get the desired effect

Friday 24  The lesson is designed using Adobe Photoshop. We have used selections, different combination of image editing tools and filters for most of the effects. Photoshop comes up with lots of the options and scope for experiment is much more than you can imagine. We wish to encourage you to use different options and tools to get better output. The lessons and techniques described need to be followed as a guideline to achieve the effect.
